Dear Parents,
We are delighted to inform you that we have now received our Ofsted report from our inspection in September which is attached for you to read. 
The school was inspected in a one day ‘ungraded’ inspection. This means that the school is still ‘outstanding’ and the aim of this report is to highlight any points in which we need to work on to retain our ‘outstanding’ grade when we have our next inspection.

The process was very thorough and rigorous and we are delighted that our school ethos shone through. The hard work and dedication of our staff and governors as well as the exemplary behaviour of our pupils and the supportiveness of parents was also recognised.
‘The pupils are a credit to the school. They respond cooperatively and quickly to their teachers’ high expectations. They are thoughtful and kind to each other.’ Ofsted, 2022
The report itself is very short compared to the feedback leaders and governors received.  However, it does highlight many positive elements of the provision at Stanton-in-Peak Primary School and in particular your wonderful children
This inspection report highlights three areas of development for us to work on before the next inspection and below we have highlighted how we will be tackling these points:

1) At the request of the DfE last year, all schools had to ensure that we were teaching phonics through an approved phonics scheme.  After completing research, we decided the best scheme for us is an approved scheme called ‘Read, Write, Inc’. As part of this change, we purchased some reading books from the scheme. We now need to ensure that we have purchased multiple copies of all of the books in the scheme so that there is enough of each sound, for each child to take home. In order to do this, we will be sending details of fundraising ideas soon.
2) In reading at Key stage 2 our school allows our pupils to be on ‘free readers’ after they have completed the infant and junior book band levels in reading. This means that they can choose books that interest them. We also have ‘Reading Mountain’ challenges which are ordered in groups of increasingly challenging texts. We now need to ensure that there are no ‘free readers’ in school and that all of our reading texts are ordered like our reading mountain challenges. We have already begun to research the best way to do this for our pupils and look forward to introducing this imminently. 

3) This Ofsted inspection came whilst we are part way through creating a new bespoke curriculum for our pupils.  We are proud that, of the subjects inspected, Ofsted concluded that, ‘Leaders have made a strong start with their aim of revising the curriculum plans for all subjects. The new curriculum plans are coherent and ambitious’. We are excited to finish the rest of our curriculum to the same high standard and hope to have this fully completed by the end of this academic year. In conclusion, we are very pleased with this report and we would like to thank you all for your kind comments to both the inspectors and the staff team throughout the Ofsted process.
