	Professional development on evidence based approaches for developing metacognition in pupils

	There is a connection between metacognition and the pupil premium in terms of educational support for disadvantaged students. By incorporating metacognitive strategies into teaching and learning approaches, schools can help students develop effective learning skills, improve their self-regulation, and enhance their academic outcomes. The pupil premium funding can be utilized by schools to implement interventions and programs that specifically target metacognitive development among disadvantaged students. By focusing on metacognition, schools can empower students to take control of their own learning, identify their strengths and weaknesses, set goals, and develop strategies to overcome challenges.
Research suggests that metacognitive approaches can have a positive impact on the learning outcomes of disadvantaged students. By equipping them with metacognitive skills, schools can empower these students to become more independent and resilient learners, which can ultimately improve their educational attainment and future prospects.

EEF State: Small group tuition has an average impact of four months’ additional progress over the course of a year. Small group tuition is most likely to be effective if it is targeted at pupils’ specific needs. Diagnostic assessment can be used to assess the best way to target support. One to one tuition and small group tuition are both effective interventions. However, the cost effectiveness of teaching in small groups indicates that greater use of this approach may be worthwhile. Additional small group support can be effectively targeted at pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds, and should be considered as part of a school’s pupil premium strategy.

	The EEF reports that:
Scientific research has consistently recognized the critical nature of fluency as a bridge between effortful decoding and comprehension. Another component of fluency that links word recognition to comprehension is prosody (or expressive oral – and silent – reading). Think of anyone you would consider a fluent reader: not only do they decode words automatically, but they also read the words in texts with expression and phrasing that reflects and amplifies the meaning of the text. To read with appropriate expression and phrasing requires the reader to access the meaning of the text. Readers who read with high levels of word recognition automaticity and with good prosody tend to be the most proficient readers. Lower levels of automaticity and prosody are associated with lower levels of comprehension and overall proficiency.

Moreover, research has also demonstrated that a significant number of pupils in secondary school who struggle to become proficient readers also exhibit difficulties in reading fluency.
